Compendium Setup
So as to enable Compendium to communicate with uDig, the following actions need to be carried out: 

1. Start Compendium. First time users of Compendium will see a "Create a new project" window pop up. You should enter the following in this pop up window:

Enter Project Name: Ecosensus

Tick 'Make this your default project'

Tick 'make the user below the default user'

Author name: Your user name eg: a.berardi

Description: Ecosensus Pilot Course

Login name: Your username eg: a.berardi

Password: ecosensus

Everytime you start Compendium, you should be brought directly to this 'Ecosensus' project window. 

2. Go to the Tools Menu > Options > Misc > and tick 'Enable communication with uDig Application?' setting. 

3. To launch uDig from Compendium, go to Tools Menu > Launch uDig.
uDig Setup 
Before you can begin using uDig for Ecosensus work you need to open the Ecosensus Perspective. In uDig go to: Window Menu > Open Perspective > Other > Ecosensus Perspective. 

You should see the various windows re-arrange themselves slightly. The main new window will be the icon palette on the left of the screen. We have created a default icon group called ‘Ecosensus’, with some pre-loaded icons for you to get started with. For more information on icons and icon group creation see Help Menu > Help Contents > Ecosensus > Icon Manager. 

Creating a Project 
1. Create a project by going to File Menu > New > New Project 

2. In the New Project field, type the filename EcosensusProject.udig. 

3. Click the Finish button when you are done. 

If you look at the Projects view (Top-left window in uDig), you will see that it now contains your new project. You can right-click on the project and select to rename it if you like. 

Creating a Map and Base Layer 
Concepts: 
A map is a visual representation of spatial information. Defined as a series of layers (each visualizing a specific resource). 

A layer represents one type of data in a map, for example a shapefile of roads would be represented as layer. 

1. Create your first map for the Ecosensus project by selecting File Menu > New > New Map . A new tab and blank map should open in the center area of uDig. A window will appear requesting for a name to the map. Assign the name "Session 2". 

2. We have prepared a base layer for you to familiarise yourself with uDig. In order to download this base layer you have to set up a link between your computer and the server where these files are stored (in case you are having problems with your internet connection we have already saved the base map on your computer so you could jump straight to point # 6 below). 

Assuming that your internet connection is working well, you can set the download facility by navigating to the Ecosensus Menu > File Transfer Setup.
3. In the File Transfer Setup window, enter the following details: 

server: compendium.open.ac.uk/ecosensus/

username: test

password: test

Leave blank the remaining details. Click 'Save' to exit the window.

4. To download the basemap select Ecosensus Menu > File Download. 

5. In the File Download Window, select the 'border.shp' file and click the 'Download' button. 

6. Add your border base layer to your map select File Menu > New > New Layer . A dialog will open allowing you to choose the data source from where you want to add to the "Session 2" map. 

7. Select Files, and click the Next button. This will open a browse dialog. 

8. Browse to: C: \ Program Files \ Ecosensus \ udig \ eclipse \ Ecosensus \ Shapefiles. Select the file border.shp 

9. You should see a green-filled area appear inside your "Session 2" map tab. This is the first layer you have added to your Map. It is the base layer onto which your icons will be added. In the Layers window (bottom-left of the screen), you should see this layer listed as border 

Important: You must always open a base layer in a new map before attempting to add icons to it. 

Adding icons to the Map 
You are now ready to start adding icons to your map. 

Concepts: 
In Ecosensus, each type of icon dropped onto a map will be held in a separate layer, e.g. a layer of ‘waterbody’ icons, or layer of ‘community’ icons etc. 

So the first time you drop an icon of a given type, say a ‘waterbody’ icon, uDig creates a new layer for it, in the form of a new Shapefile. Subsequently, when you drop another ‘waterbody’ icon onto the map, it will be added to the same ‘waterbody’ layer. 

1. From the icon palette on the left-hand side of the screen find the ‘waterbody’ icon. 

2. Click on the icon using your left mouse button and hold it down. Now drag the icon over to the map and release your mouse button. A dialog will open asking you for a label for the icon. 

3. Enter 'Dixie Pond' or some other label and press OK. 

There will be a short delay while uDig creates the new layer and shapefile for this icon type. 

You should then see your ‘waterbody’ icon appear on the map where you dropped it. In the Layers window (bottom-left of the screen), you should see this layer listed as border-waterbody[0]. 

3. Drag and drop another ‘waterbody’ icon onto the map. You will see that no new layer has been created, as the ‘waterbody’ icon has been added to the existing ‘waterbody’ layer. 

4. Drag and drop a ‘community’ icon onto the map. A new ‘community’ layer will be created called border-community[0]. 

Details of the naming conventions used for layers and shapefiles can be found in the help at Help Menu > Help Contents > Ecosensus > Working with Maps. 

Creating/Opening a Compendium Map from uDig 
You now have some icons on a map. In order to activate all the Ecosensus related map options including communication to Compendium, you need to select the ecosensus tool by selecting this icon from the right-hand end of the toolbar. The map area is now in ‘Ecosensus Mode’. 

1. Double-click one of the icons on the map. You should see a dialog appear telling you that Compendium is being launched (if you do not already have it running). Close the dialog. Once Compendium is open and you have logged into a project you should see a new map node has been created with the same label as the uDig icon. The map has been opened ready for a discussion. 

2. Close that Compendium map. You will see that the map node has the same icon as the uDig map point icon it was created from. 

3. In uDig, double click the same icon point again. Go back to Compendium, and you should see that the associated map has been opened for you. 

So the first time you double-click a uDig icon point, it will create a Compendium map. Subsequent double-clicking of the uDig icon point will open that Compendium map. 

While in ‘Ecosensus Mode’, you have additional functionality. 

a) You can drag and drop icons to move then around the map. 

b) You can access a right-click menu on each icon, giving you additional options. See Help Menu > Help Contents > Ecosensus > Working with Maps for full details.
